This is what is in my head today. Not my depravity. Not guilt at killing Christ. Not pressure to repent
because someone died for me. But instead | feel hopeful. Hope that the incarnation means that a
better world is possible. Hope that there is a reason to fight injustice. Hope that Jesus meant what
he said. Hope that his life as well as his death demonstrate the best way to live.

I look to the victory of Christ not just over personified evil, but over a way of life that denies love. In a
world where injustice seemingly prevails, Jesus taught us to follow another path. His incarnation
demonstrated the possibility of living a life of love, peace, and justice. And it also reminds us how the
world fears and fights against such a way of life. God chose to live among us in a way that turned
upside down the system of power and greed the world holds dear. He encouraged his followers to
love their enemies, to serve the poor, to live in humility. This way of life was so important to him that
he even chose to die for it.

Resurrection is a reminder that in the end love does win, but so is the crucifixion. It is a reminder that
this way of life was so important and vital that Christ would die for it. | find that hopeful. It is one thing
to know that in the end everything will work out, but it is another to believe that we can live that way
already. We can live knowing love prevails — and our living so ushers in the reality. | can live into
that incarnation of love. | can hope in the good and be the good that | am hoping for. Even in the
seeming despair of death | must claim hope — not just in resurrection and new life, but in a way of life
defined by love. For both victory and new life are hollow without love.

HABI TAT ON THE HORI ZON

Plans for an opportunity for Ashland to be involved in a Habitat effort closer to home are being unveiled for
late Spring and early Summer. Since last September, Ashland has been engaged in a series of meetings with a
coalition of Presbyterian churches referred to as the Uptown Metro Ministry Group to band together and join
Habitat for Humanity of the Chesapeake in a four year project centered on a neighborhood in the Govans area
of Baltimore City. The project entails rebuilding 23 properties already owned by Habitat for Humanity on
McCabe Avenue just two blocks south of Northern Parkway off York Road.

This proposed project is a broad scoped effort to work with neighbors rather than just individual houses.
The McCabe Project will restore homes while working with neighborhood partners to advocate for “a gradient
of public, semi-private and private spaces in which residents can work, rest, nourish, and play together
.....making room for such unifying activities as urban farming, sports play, arts education and an urban peace
park.” This project will offer plenty of ways to get involved, even if you are not the construction type.

As your Habitat leader, I'm very excited to be able to present such an opportunity to Ashland Presbyterian.
One of the great aspects of this type of project is that it gives our youth an opening for participation, as part of
the work will consist of non-building jobs. An equally pleasing aspect of this project will be that it will enable
a number of us to socialize with other folks from Presbyterian churches in the uptown area grouping such as
Central Presbyterian, Brown Memorial, Faith Presbyterian, Govans Presbyterian, Havenwood Presbyterian,
Maryland Presbyterian, Roland Park Presbyterian, Second Presbyterian, Towson Presbyterian and Hunting
Ridge Presbyterian. The proximity of this work area to us really takes away the problem of driving to the
inner city and dealing with traffic — it's an easy eight minutes south of Towson and parking will be available
close to the work area.

The actual work days will be available starting sometime by the end of April and beginning of May. The
bigger group days will be, as usual, on Saturday. However, there will be plenty of work days during the week
for those interested. I'm eager to see Ashland folks participate in this local mission which very much impacts
the quality of life even up to and into the county. This area is just south of Belvedere Square and close to the
Loyola campus and some of their facilities which extend east from Charles Street. We will not be deserting our
commitment to United Churches, the ecumenical coalition, which we have long supported in cooperation with
Habitat for Humanity of the Chesapeake. That coalition will also be working on the McCabe Project in the
near future. During this year, Ashland's funding will be split between the two coalitions.

There is one change in the way Habitat will allow workers on the work sites this year. Each volunteer must
pre-submit their waiver forms to Habitat prior to reporting to a workplace. I already have those forms
available, so please see me for a form which you can email or snail mail to Habitat. By next month, I should
have a calendar of work days available and will be notifying anyone interested in volunteering.

ANNUAL HOMELESS RALLY

This annual event will take place on Monday, April 7th, starting at 5 PM at the Calvary Baptist Church, 120 Pennsylvania
Avenue in Towson. At about 5:30, participants will leave to attend the County Council Meeting in the Courthouse, after
which a light supper will be served at Calvary Baptist. This event allows various advocates for the homeless and some of
the homeless themselves to speak to issues vital to them: i.e., affordable housing, shelters, job training, etc. This also
allows the issue of homelessness, in general, to stay in front of the County Council. Attendees include groups such as
ACTC, UCAN, DSS, and government and civic organizations concerned with wiping out homelessness in Baltimore
County in the next ten years. All are welcome to attend. If you are interested in this issue, please let me know and | will
give you further details.
